More than 200 veteran and vintage and classic cars, trucks and motorcycles will converge on the
Adelaide Parklands for a public display on the 19t" March 2023

Organised by The Vintage Sports Car Club of South Australia, the annual Historic Motor Vehicle
gathering is primarily for vehicles built before 1931, with post '30 (classic) vehicles displayed separately.
