Old Adelaide

HIGHET'S HOUSE

1849 21 Old Beach Road

Henry Highet arrived in South Australia in 1839 with his wife
Mary and nine children. After several years of farming, they
seftled in Brighton and built this cottage, along with two others
(since demolished) on the street. They eventually had 15 children.
Henry built several of the earliest buildings in Brighton, including
the Thatched House Cottage in 1846 (later named Brighton Hotel).
Mary died in 1868, but Henry continued to live at 21 Old Beach
Road until his death in 1893 at the age of 90.

WINDSOR THEATRE

1925 1 Commercial Road

Architect A.C. Stremple designed this building for Masonic Lodge
Number 108. The Brighton branch of Freemasons was formed

in 1860. The building was used as a lodge and community hall
before the front section was leased as the Brighton Picture Theatre.
In 1933 the Cunnew family leased the hall and renamed it
Windsor Theatre. Their first showing was Zoo in Budapest and
Sailor’s Luck. Shows ran every night except Sundays. The front
section was extended in 1935 to provide a new dress circle and
expanded seating capacity from 412 to 600. To facilitate this, the
roof was raised and a new facade added. The Freemasons have
since built an extension on the northern side.

The shop on the corner of Jetty Road and Commercial Road was once Hulbert's Deli. During
interval, Windsor Theatre patrons would go there to purchase an ice-cream.
