REBUILDING AND LiODIFYING THE ENGINE

Before you cen start modifying the engine it is essential
to make sure that it is in good sound order. Once you have
done this you can think about tuning it and the beauty of the
kustin 7 engine is that you can modify it bit by bit as and when
you have time, and for most of us evan more important, lolly.
Remove the cylinder head and insert a feeler gauge between the
piston and cylinder wall anything in excecs of 0,003 in ovality
is wrong and means you probably had no compression and burnt
oil like a battleship laying a smoke-screen., Check the faca
of the block for flatness and you will probably find, by cutting
a small pisce from your 7.002" feeler that you have a hollow in
the centre of the block. Uso your filtsr in conjunction with a
sheet of plate glass which has a serfectly flat surface. Do
not use sheet glasa as you will have noticed through looking
through windows, that ordinary shect glass is very of'ten "wavy."
1f the face iz not perfectly smooth got it machined, and if
you can't be bothered to and you blow your cylinder head gasket,
you will no why. There are no problems in removing the sump
and once off and also the oil filger gauge just below the crank-
shaft you will be able %o ascertain the amount of wear on the
big ends, and main bearingas. In the Tormwer case, this can be
detected by noting if it is posaible to move the rods up and
down in & vertical plane on the crankshaft., If they do show
slight signs of wear remove them snd rud down the white metal
lined besring caps on a cheet of medium grade emery cloth laid
on a perfectly flat surface such as plate glass. If however,
the crank pins are excessively oval, taking them up in this
manner will result in the bearing becoming very tight during
part of the rotation of the crankshaflt. The only answer is
to have the crank pins reground and the bearing remetalled and
bored undor size.

Make sure the crankshaft is not one of the pre '31 efforts
of 13" diameter as these tend to break at high revs, Use
all of the later 1 5/18" types, which will stand repeated revs
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in the 5,000 to 6,000 r.p.h. region. The later Fuby engine
all had three bearing cranks as opposed to the earlier one,
which were two. Never use a three bearing engine if you can
help it, as the autre web is very weak; the three bearing crank-
shaft being no longer than the two. To get back to the 1 5/16"
two bearing crankshaft, it develops a certain amount of whip
over sbout 3500 r.p.m., and as the revs increase so does this
whip, It is fatal to use a high compression head for you will
find that thecentre two pistons will start striking the cylinder
|  bhead. The 1937 head with its 5.8; 1 compression ratio increased
to 6,1 will give excellent results in conjunction with a high
compression copper gasket,

I can see some of the three bearing engine exponents pre-
paring to wage a ferocious bettle with me over my remarks about
the Ruby engine, so I better qualify myself more fully. The
three bearing engine by virtue of the fact that it possesses a
centre web and bearing can have a high compreassion aluminium or
otherwise head, fitted, and will naturally be better for it, and
will develop a few mora b.M.p. It will however, be ten times
more likely to bregk than the two pearing variety and I have not
the time or money to keep buying new crankcases and shafts,
especially when the two bearing varicty will give a performance
in many cases as good as the three bearing job, when the former
have been prepared in 2 manner I shall describe- later.

Remove the block and check the crankcase face for flatness.
1f it shows irregularities, lap it on & sheet of plate glass with
a compound of coarse grinding paste and paraffin. This will
take some time, but will be well worth the effort.

If you are antering into sompetition motoring, it is advisa-
ble to countersink all tapped holes with arose-bit as this will
prevent the aluminium frous swelling when the studs are screwed
home, which could cause the block to be left in the air, in
other words not seated properly. Get the Llock rebored if it
needs it, but if it has already been bored out tc + 6 thou.,
discard it and buy another from a dealer for a few bob that
hasn't.
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If the wmain bearings are badly worn, it is a waste of money
to buy a new set as these will wear very rapidly over the first
few hundred miles due to crankshaft vhip, It is not difficult
to recondition the front or rear bearings as long as the tracks
are not corrodead.

To deal with modifications and extracing more b.h.p. as
a basis the Tlywheel should be lightened by some two and a half
pounds; double valve springs fitted in conjunction with enlarged
inlet valves.

15 pext to useleas for a variety of reasons, Try and get a
137 head which can alwaya be recognised by vhe fact that the
sparking plug hole is directly over the exhaust valve.

An aluminium cylinder hesd combines the advantages of excep-
tionally good heat distribution with z groat saving of weight.

To return to the question of tuo bearing versus three
bearing engines, one way to overcowe the problem caused by the
crankshaft"whipping", making the centre two pistons aither hit
the head or have a very high compression ratio suck as 8 to 1,
lies with the pistons., Fit bores one and four with pistons
with raised crowns, and bores two and three with standard arti-
cles with flat crowns., At low reve the compression in nos.
one and four bores will be nigher than nos. two and throe.

As soon =3 you get some revs and the crankshaft begins to whip,
the compression ratio in the centre tvwo bores will coma up to
that of the outer, tillall four cylinders are giving squal
power, and have an equal compression ratio.

If you are building a formula special, great care should
be taken with the connecting rods which chould be examined
carefully for file, atamp or scratch marks which if presant will
mean that the rod will be weak at that point and as such should
be discarded., If the rods are shot-s:sreo it will give them
at least a guaranteed furtoer 500 safo revs. The little end
is split and this is a serious weakness and high tensile stud
bolts in excellent condition must be used in conjunction with otar-
type self locking washers. If the gudgeon pin hole is oval on
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
